Optimality Theory (OT) is an approach to linguistic analysis which originated in phonology
in the early 1990s but was soon taken up in syntax, morphology, and other fields of
linguistics as well (cf. Prince & Smolensky 1993). In contrast to many other models, it does
not presuppose that linguistic rules must strictly be obeyed (or otherwise the result will be
ungrammatical) — instead, OT assumes that principles are violable and ranked in a
language-specific hierarchy. Thus, a grammatical form may violate a constraint X if all
alternative forms come off worse with respect to a higher-ranked (i.e. "more important")
constraint Y. The aim of this course is to make students familiar with the basics of OT and
discuss various OT analyses in the field of syntax.

In this class, we will be concerned with so-called control constructions as in (1).
(1) a. Tom tried to open the door. (Subject Control)

b. Peter told Tom to open the door.  (Object Control)

In (1a), Tomis understood to be the agent of the trying-event and the agent of the opening-
event. Given the Theta-Criterion, which doesn’t allow an argument to receive more than
one theta-role, the GB-analysis (Chomsky 1981 and subsequent work) of sentences such
as (1) postulated a non-overt embedded subject PRO, which thematically functions as the
agent argument of open. (1a,b) thus have the structures in (2) (co-indexation signals
referential identity).

(2) a. Tomitried [PRO; to open the door].

b. Peter; told Tom; [PRO; to open the door].

The nature, distribution, and interpretation of PRO has been heavily debated in the
literature ever since, and it is fair to say that no consensus has been reached.

We will critically review two different control theories that try to address the above
mentioned issues: Landau’s Agree-Model of Control (Landau 2000, 2004, 2012) and
Hornstein’s Movement Theory of Control (Hornstein 1999, 2001). Apart from the question
of how these models deal with the issues surrounding PRO, we evaluate their success in
capturing control phenomena that have remained more peripheral to the discussion of
control constructions in general: partial control (3), implicit control (4), and adjunct control
(5).

(3) (Tomi; told Peter;j that) hej wants [PROijjj+k to meet next Tuesday].
(4) 1t was IMP; decided [PRO; to leave]. (IMP=implicit external argument of decide)
(5) Johni kissed Maggie; [PRO; to show his love].

Since this class involves a good deal of syntactic theorizing, students interested in this
class should have some background in syntax.

Why do Hawaiians wish each other mele kalikimaka at Christmas? Why is a Failin German
masculine, a Team neuter, and an E-mail feminine? Do you say geuploadet or
upgeloaded? And if the latter, could you say “Loadest du das mal up”?

What these examples show is that when we borrow words from other languages, we need
to adapt them to the phonological and morphological system of our native languages. The
Hawaiian example shows that phonological adaptations occur at two levels: First, there are
segmental adaptations: the loanword must consist of licit phonemes in the borrowing
language. In addition, there are suprasegmental adaptations: the loanword must conform
to the syllable structure constraints and the stress (or tone) system of the borrowing
language. The German examples show that there are also morphological adaptations. The
loanword has to be assigned categories like gender, and it has to enter inflectional
paradigms.

This course will look at how loanwords are adapted at both the phonological and
morphological level, and it will look at the underlying mechanisms of adaptation: Why are
words adapted one way and not another? Students are expected to participate actively, to
collect their own little loanword corpora of a language of their choice, and to analyse
aspects of loanword adaptation on the basis of these corpora.

The Middle English period is a period of massive changes. In this course, we will discuss
some of these changes and will investigate particular phonological, morphological, and
syntactic issues. This theoretic knowledge will then be applied to Middle English texts, i.e.
we will gloss, translate and analyse a selection of ME texts. Since we are particularly
interested in the linguistic phenomena of the period, we will also discuss recent research
regarding the grammar of Middle English and/or sociolinguistic issues.
